Getting There:
1] Driving: the hotel is situated midway between Deerfoot and
    Barlow Trails on the north side of 16th Ave (Trans-Canada
    Highway).
2] Public Transit: Route 19/119 passes nearest the hotel and
     feeds the Rundle LRT station. Current adult fare is $2.75.
3] Flying: Once in the Calgary Airport, use the free phone at
     Bay 11, Section C to call the hotel. Have your reservation
     number available.

Prizes:	
In the past we have returned 100% of the entry fees as cash 
prizes in the Main Event, and we will endeavour to continue
this proud tradition.
